The Medicine 
Shoppe of Springfield also awards a $500 scholarship to the school that is most improved 
from the previous year.

We look forward to this time of year knowing 
that a new group of students will learn the importance of blood donation and others will 
return to support this life-saving effort,” stated Mark Kuhn, Chief Administrative Officer 
at Springfield Clinic. “The collective efforts of the students, faculty, friends, family 
members, and of course the staff of the Central Illinois Community Blood Center, are 
truly outstanding. Springfield Clinic, for the ninth consecutive year, is honored to be their 
partner in this important cause.”

Blood drives will be held at the participating high schools, and the winners will be 
announced in May.  Extra credit is awarded to those who donate the day before or after a 
holiday.   

  
Donations for the Challenge may be made at your local high school blood drive, the 
donor center at 1134 S. Seventh Street in Springfield, or at any CICBC mobile blood 
drive.  Donors can credit their donation to their favorite high school by telling the 
registrar at the drive.

“Their blood donations account for over 20 percent of our annual blood supply.  We 
cannot thank the students, faculty and community enough for all that they do to improve 
the lives of patients in area hospitals.” 
 
A total of 8,418 blood donations were made during the 2008-2009 Springfield Clinic 
High School Blood Challenge.  Triopia High School placed first in the small school 
category, Virden High School placed first in the middle size category and Sacred Heart-
Griffin High School placed first in the large school category.  Springfield High School 
was awarded the $500 scholarship for being most improved from the previous year.  A 
total of 41 area high schools participated in the Challenge.
